The aim for our symposium is to exchange knowledge on research and conservation of objects affected with iron gall ink corrosion after fire.

We welcome speakers from research, suppliers and end-users related to the following topics: 

· Session 1: Emission, Storage conditions and moult prevention of objects affected with iron gall ink corrosion after fire (preventive conservation).

· Session 2: Effects of (fire extinguishing) water on objects affected with iron gall ink corrosion.

· Session 3: restoration of objects affected with iron gall ink corrosion after fire.

We invite you to send us an abstract (maximum 500 words) if you are interested to exchange your knowledge and experience on one of the three mentioned items. The deadline for the abstracts (oral presentation or poster presentation) is April 30, 2005.
